Ponderings October 2017  

As I was leaving church not long ago, my attention was drawn skyward. Wedges of geese were nosily flying south. 
I commented to the person beside me, who had also taken notice, ñ it looks like they are in a hurry to get some-
where.ò Their comment, ñThey sure are trying hard to get there, hope they find their way!ò They got in their car and 
drove home; I went back in the building to grab something I had forgotten. I could faintly hear the geese, more im-
portantly part of the conversation echoed in my head, ñtrying hard to get there.ò I pondered the geese and her com-
ment for several days,   

I know of two reasons why geese fly in a V. The First is to conserve energy; each bird flies slightly above the bird 
in front, thus a reduction of wind resistance. Each takes a turn in front, falling back when they tire. The second rea-
son, it is easier to keep track of each bird in the group. It also aids in communication and coordination.   

So, what lessons can we learn from these geese?  

Lesson 1: Shared leadership is better than one person always in the lead. If everyone is willing to take at turn at 
leading, and others are willing to allow another to lead, energy will be conserved and more will be accomplished. 
Following is as important as leading.   

Lesson 2: There is no shame in admitting that you are getting tired and need someone to step up in leadership. A 
refreshed leader is able to encourage and keep the momentum. There is no need for lone rangers; working together 
facilitates reaching the desired destination.   

Lesson 3: Effective communication leads to more efficient results. With communication, everyone is aware of the 
destination. Everyone may not agree with the chosen path, but is willing to work together for the focus is on the 
common good of the group.   

Lesson 4: It is only with a coordinated effort that the goal can be accomplished. It is my prayer that we can learn 
vital lessons from the pattern of the flying geese.   

Let us resolve to share leadership, communicate, work together and find ourselves moving from good to great for 
the Glory of God. Just wonderingé éwould we have to work so hard to ñget there?ò
